


Classes Offered:

Creative Movement and Toddler Dance:
A program that provides a child’s first exposure
to rhythm, music and movement in a nurturing
environment. Ages 2-3, 30 minutes.

Kinderdance: A pre-ballet & tap instruction
program including basic steps, rhythmic games,
limbering exercises and coordination movements.
Ages 3 & 4.

Ballet/Tap Combination: A full hour
class including both ballet and tap techniques.
Ages 5 & up.

Ballet: The oldest and most noble form of dance.
A rigourous technique that is the foundation for
most other dance forms. For discipline of mind
and body, ballet has no equal. Ages 6 and up.

Pointe: The most challenging element of Ballet. By
teacher recommendation only, after evaluation.

Modern: This dance form was developed in
the early 20th century. A very expressive free
movement form which is often performed in bare
feet. Age 6 years and up.

Musical Theatre: A form of theatre combining
music, songs, spoken dialouge and dance. Age 7
years and up.

Jazz: An exciting, ever evolving dance form.
American at its roots, it is less restrictive than
ballet. A ballet foundation is recommended.
Ages 6 & up.

Lyrical: A free interpretive dance technique
combining elements of ballet, modern and jazz.

Tap: A fun and popular dance form enjoying a
rebirth! No previous dance training is required.

Acrobatics: A dancer’s form of gymnastics that
incorporates tumbling, balance and contortion
with dance.

Dress Code: Proper attire is a necessary part
of any high quality dance program. Students
are expected to arrive properly attired with hair
pinned securely off their faces. All ballet students
must wear buns. A list of required dance wear for
specific class is available at the front desk. Please
label all dance wear and dance bags. Attire can be
purchased at Dance Fashions Superstore at 10400A
Alpharetta Street, phone 770-998-0002.

Faculty:

The pride of our program is our exceptional
teaching faculty. Our teachers are dedicated and
gifted professionals with experience in the USA
and abroad. They teach only in areas for which
they have been specifically trained, and regularly
attend master classes and dance seminars.
Our faculty consists of more than 20 dance
professionals devoted to the proper and safe
training of your dancer. We hire only qualified,
experienced teachers, many of whom are parents
themselves and understand the necessary balance
between the discipline that dance requires and
the compassion your child needs to succeed. Our
teachers are hired on a permanent basis and some
have been on staff since we opened in 1979. Our
Faculty provides a long term relationship with
your children as they progress through the various
levels and techniques.

Facility:

The Tolbert-Yilmaz School of Dance has 5 fully
equipped studios. Each has been custom built to
exacting specifications with sprung floors, high
ceilings and state of the art sound system. An
internal closed circuit television system ensures
the safety of your dancers and allows parents to
observe class in the comfort of our well appointed
lobby. The facility is equipped with a kitchen, rest
rooms, and a dressing room. Our ample parking
lot provides a drive through for drop off and
pick up of dancers for our parent’s convenience.
Located near the intersection of Holcomb Bridge
Road and Alpharetta Street (Hwy 9). The Tolbert-
Yilmaz School of Dance is a convenient drive from
North Fulton, East Cobb and Forsyth Counties.
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Registration:

Registration is done on a first come, first served
basis with pre-registration for returning students.
New student registration, beginning in March
for the following Fall term, can be done by
mail or in person at the school. All beginners
are placed according to age. Students with
previous experience are placed by age and
ability. As a student progresses, more frequent
classes are recommended. Class size is limited
and registrations are filled in numerical order.
Registration is complete with payment of the
registration fee and first and last month’s tuition.
Confirmation cards are sent out each August
confirming class day and time. Fall classes begin
the Tuesday after Labor Day.

Tuition:

Tuition is based on the number of classes per
month per child. Tuition is paid in equal monthly
installments which are due and payable on the
first of the month. A $15.00 late fee will be charged
on tuition received after the 10th. September and
May’s tuition are due at registration. Payment
is by cash or check and can be paid by mail or
in person. There are no refunds for classes not
attended regardless of reason. Classes missed due
to illness may be made up within 4 weeks. Thirty
days written noticed is required for all withdrawing
students. There is a $25 fee for returned checks.
Please refer to our Tuition Schedule for current
rates.

Attendance:

Regular attendance is the most important factor
in the progress of the individual student and the
class as a whole. Classes will begin promptly
and students entering class late will disturb class
and miss an important part of the lesson. Parents
should deliver and pick up their children within
10 minutes of class time. Children will not be
allowed to leave the building until their parent
has arrived to pick them up. A cover up must be
worn by all students when entering and leaving
the building. Parents are allowed to observe class
during our annual Parent Watch Days in January.
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Performing Opportunities:

The Nutcracker — Produced by the Roswell
Dance Theatre, Inc. All Open School students
are invited to audition for the annual production of
The Nuicracker presented at The Roswell Cultural
Arts Center. Hundreds of dancers have had the thrill
of being cast in this popular production that each
year delights North Atlanta audiences. Available
parts vary from year to year and casting for parts is
very selective. Audition information is printed in the
September edition of our newsletter “Dance Notes”.
Dancers are selected on size and ability and are
required to pay a costume fee and attend rehearsals
in October and November.

Spring Recitals — Produced by The Tolbert-
Yilmaz School of Dance Fach year culminates with
an Open School recital for all enrolled students.
Presented each May at The Roswell Cultural Arts
Center, the recital gives actual stage experience
to the young dancer and displays for family and
friends the progress made during the year. The
recital is optional, but highly recommended and a
separate costume recital fee is charged for costume
and production costs. The recital fee is paid in
December and is nonrefundable.

Mission:

To provide a positive nurturing environment filled
with motivational incentives, loving encouragement
and the opportunity for each dancer to excel to his/
her full potential in the dance disciplines offered.

To accomplish this mission we provide classes that
emphasize different dance training methods to
empower the dancer to be successful should the
decision be made to pursue a dance career.

In addition, we offer a pre-professional program for
those students who choose to dedicate themselves
to more rigourous technical classes where precision,
technique and dance performance is the focus.
